We looked at 1,000 websites.We also asked
disabled people whatthey thought.

We found outthat most websites are not
accessible for disabled people.

Forexample:if awebsite is accessible, a blind
person can listentothe words.

Butif awebsite is not accessible for blind
people, the words will not make sense.



Websites are often hard to understand for many
people.

good for many people if websites have Easy
Read pages.
